□ Hard-wired, fused power connections to vehicle battery, each radio

□ Permanent antenna mounts on vehicle, 1 pt. each, maximum  4 points

□ Mobile 220 or 440 FM @ 10w minimum, if capable, per band

□ Mobile SSB  @25w if assigned as a net liaison, Tech license either 2m, or 10m,  Gen. Lic. minimum 40m+75m, with 2m, 10m and 60m desired , 1 pt. per band, max. 5 pts.

□ Portable(s) NOT used as primary radio in vehicle, IF  ≥ 2 watts, ten memories per band with CTCSS,  capable of being powered from three sources, the OEM battery pack, AA batteries and external 12V DC, on 2m, 220 or 440 FM , per band capable

□ Operator possesses a valid GMRS License and a Part 95 accepted portable capable of use on the 7 interstitial simplex frequencies common with FRS
